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Best-selling Author Thomas Barnett Speaks On

National Security at University of Saint Mary

(Leavenworth, Kan.)—The Lawrence D. Starr Global Studies Institute at
the University of Saint Mary will host alecture by New Y ork Times best-
selling author and national security affairs expert Dr. Thomas Barnett at
7:30 p.m. on Thursday, Nov. 18. The lecture is open to the public and will
be held on the Saint Mary campus at 4100 S. 4™ Street in Leavenworth,
Kan. A $2 donation is requested for admission. Students are free.

Barnett is currently a senior strategic researcher and award-winning
professor at the U.S. Naval War College. His books are used in many
colleges, including the Command and General Staff College at Fort
Leavenworth, Kan.

Trained as an expert on the Soviet Union, Barnett has developed a theory to explain the dynamics of the
post-Cold War era. That theory, polished during atwo-year sojourn at the Pentagon, focuses on those
countriesthat are relatively disconnected from the global economy, particularly in the Middle East, the
Caribbean Basin and parts of Southeast Asia. He identifies disconnectedness, and those who promote it,
asthe real enemies we need to confront. Feeling grand strategy should no longer focus on fighting a
major war against afoe like China, Barnett believes the military should be split into “war fighters’ and
“system administrators.”

Barnett has briefed hisideas more than a hundred times to several thousand Defense Department
officias, aswell asto othersin the National Security Council, the State Department, the U.S. Congress,
and even to the British House of Commons. He has put those ideas into a new book, “ The Pentagon’s
New Map,” published by G.P. Putham’s Sons, autographed copies of which will be for sale at the
lecture.
