In addition to her coaching experience, Lorenzen had a tremendous playing career at Kentucky 
Wesleyan College as she was a four year starter holding school records in ERA and fielding 
percentage. She holds degrees in Business Administration (Kentucky Wesleyan, 1997) and 
Health and Human Performance (Austin Peay State University, Tennessee, 1999).   
 
“I am very interested in building a team at a school like Saint Mary with a solid academic history 
as well as a desire to build an athletic program,” Lorenzen said.   
 
According to Coach Miller, the search to fill the softball coach position was challenging because 
of the late timing of Frederiksen’s departure, but he is confident that USM has found the right 
“fit” for the program.
