(Leavenworth, Kan.)—The University of Saint Mary nursing department has been recognized 
by the Kansas State Board of Nursing for the high pass rates of Saint Mary students on a 
national nursing licensure exam. 
 
Saint Mary nursing students posted pass rates above the national average on the National 
Council Licensure Examination during the 2010 calendar year. In late April, the Kansas State 
Board of Nursing issued a certificate of excellence to USM recognizing the achievement. 
 
Glenna Mahoney, interim director of USM’s nursing programs, called the award an honor for 
both USM’s nursing department and its students. 
 
“We’re really proud of our students for all of their hard work, both on the exam and every day 
in the classroom,” Mahoney said. “This is not just recognition of the high quality of the nursing 
education we provide. It’s recognition of the high quality of our nursing students.  
 
“We expect a lot of them, but nursing is a challenging field.” 
 
Dr. Bryan Le Beau, USM’s academic vice president said the award “is direct evidence of the 
high quality of our nursing program, its students, and its faculty. Anyone who sees this should 
know that USM’s nursing program is among the best.” 
 
USM has won local and national recognition for its academic excellence, including being 
named a “Best Midwestern College” by the Princeton Review for six consecutive years.
