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Dear Alumni and Friends,

I have often been asked for the few words I shared at Sister Mary
Janet’s vigil.  It seemed appropriate to print them here in the issue
of the Aspire dedicated to her.  The gospel for Janet’s vigil and
funeral was from the twenty-first chapter John, what we fondly
refer to as the breakfast on the shore.  The disciples had decided
to go fishing in the Sea of Tiberias.  They caught nothing fishing
through the night.  At dawn they saw a man on the shore who told
them to drop their nets to the right side of the boat.  Their nets filled to the breaking
point with fish, the disciple whom Jesus loved shouted, “It is Lord!” Peter jumped
into the sea and swam ashore.  The others followed.  There Jesus had breakfast cooking
over the coals.  The meal ends with Jesus asking Peter, “Do you love me? . . . Feed my
lambs . . . Do you love me? . . . Tend my sheep . . . Do you love me? . . .
Feed my sheep.”

The fishing in the early morning, a breakfast on the beach with friends, a commitment
to love and to tend the flock–a most appropriate gospel for a woman who loved to
fish, enjoyed good food with friends and spent her life as the shepherd leading
others to come to know the good and beautiful as teacher, poet, friend, and entrusted
with the mission and students at Saint Mary.  A fitting gospel, I think–except for the
part about the early morning–that’s not Janet–to celebrate the life of one who loved to
live and aimed to live life as fully as possible.

Sister Mary Janet, first known as Peggy of the McGilley clan.  Janet, the poet who
captured the occasion, the scene in words; the teacher who captivated the minds of
her students with Dante, Shakespeare, and Chaucer; the president, who faithfully
shepherded Saint Mary for a quarter of a century; Janet, the mentor, role model, and
friend to so many.  She was all of this and more.  She wasn’t beautiful.  No, she was
stately and handsome.  She wasn’t a classy dresser.  She’s buried in the only suit she
still owned.  She had bad habits that she never fully managed to conquer. 

So what was it about this Irish woman that so captured my heart and my imagination?
She’s the only real hero I’ve ever had.  What was it about her that so inspired me?
I’ve thought a great deal about that question as I sat with Janet these past weeks as
she struggled to live as the leukemia ate her blood cells.  Janet knew what was impor-
tant in life.  She knew how to live, to live fully and deeply.  To borrow her own words
that she penned for the SCL constitution, she had a need to know and come to truth.
She was open to the good and the beautiful–whether in a well sung aria, a scraggly
homesick freshman, or a freshwater rainbow trout.  She had a capacity to love widely
and deeply; a gracious, hospitable woman with a gentle, unwavering strength.  These
characteristics are really a reflection of Janet’s true passion in life–to be fully and
completely human.  She dared to be human, to embrace her humanity in
all its glory, with all its warts and limitations.  As Irenaeus, a second century Greek
theologian said, “The glory of God is the human being fully alive.” Janet’s life gave
glory to God.  Karl Rahner, a German theologian taught that the fullness of humanity
is divinity.  So for me, to have known and loved Janet in the fullness of her humanity
is to have touched the divine, to have caught a glimpse of the face of God and what
it means to be fully human.  And that is why she is my hero and I am humbled and
honored to walk in her footsteps.

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S. Mary Janet McGilley, president of
Saint Mary College for 25 years,
passed away September 13, 2003
after a month long battle with
leukemia.  She was 78. 

McGilley was a Kansas City
native.  Her mother died when she
was 12-years-old.  She graduated
from Saint Mary College in 1945,
earning double majors in English
and drama.  She went on to earn
her Masters in English from Boston
College in 1951 and a Ph.D. in
English from Fordham University in
1956.  She would return to Saint Mary
as an instructor in the English department
that same year.  McGilley was president
from 1964 through 1989.  She returned to
teach English until 1996. 

McGilley professed her religious vows with the Sisters
of Charity of Leavenworth (SCL) in 1948.  At her 50th
Jubilee as a SCL she was described as a “magnanimous
person, her warmth appreciated something in everybody,
a wise-wise woman, a gifted teacher of literature, a poet,
a role model for young women, a friend, a thinking heart.”

S. Mary Janet aimed to know every student by name.
Former student Jason Nichols, (C’96) remembers her
(after she was president, teaching English) as a wonderful
woman who went out of her way to help a student in
need.  “She used to give me a key to her office so I
could type on her computer.  I’d often be in her office
until three in the morning typing papers.  I couldn’t tell
you anyone else that would do that for a student.”

Although she was president, her preferred dress was
jeans and cowboy boots.  Her favorite past times were
fishing, watercolor painting, classical music, bird 
watching and gardening.

During her illness, S. Mary Janet received hundreds of
cards and emails from alums thanking her for the great
influence she had on their lives.  “She was one of the
most excellent teachers I ever had.  She opened a whole
world of literature and writing to me,” said Mary Alice
Bramming (C’65), now chair of the University’s Board
of Trustees. 

“Even when Janet was extremely ill she
remembered each and every one of
the people who sent those cards,”
said S. Sue Miller (C’59), S. Mary
Janet’s best friend and SCL
Community Director.  “She’d tell
a dear story about them when
they were a student.  She touched
many, many lives.”

The following is an excerpt from
a poem dedicated to S. Mary
Janet by Muriel Rada (C’72).

Current USM president, S. Diane Steele (C’83), first
knew S. Mary Janet back when she was a student from
1979 to 1983. “When I became president in 2001, she
didn’t say do this or do that.  She instilled confidence.
She said, ‘You will do a great job! I know that.’ She
would call me after board meetings to see how it went.”

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When visiting S. Mary
Janet in ICU last summer
S. Diane brought her the
first t-shirt with the new
name University of Saint
Mary.  “It brought tears to
her eyes.  She was so
proud,” said Steele.

In 1964, McGilley was
39-years-old when she
became the first female to
be named president of the
four-year college.  She
was also the only woman
president among inde-
pendent colleges in the
state of Kansas.  S. Sue

recalls a day when S. Janet returned from the statewide
meeting of all independent college presidents.  “I need a
pipe!” she announced, having observed that her male
counterparts listened more keenly to a president speaking
with a distinguished pipe in his mouth.

S. Mary Janet was a heartfelt listener.  “She listened as
intently to a freshman as she did to a senator,” said
S. Diane.  S. Sue remembers a tumultuous time for
McGilley during the Vietnam War when students held
protests on campus.  This did not go over well with
neighboring Fort Leavenworth and the local community.
She was being pressured to stop the protesting.  Instead,
she worked with students and respected their freedom to
express their opinions and found a way to diplomatically
resolve conflict.  “She was a thinking heart.  She led
with her heart,” said S. Sue.  “Janet oozed charisma,
she had a power with students.  When you were with her,
you recognized you were in a sacred presence,”
said S. Diane.

S. Mary Janet’s wisdom blossomed
over time.  She managed to get into a
few pickles in her youth.  When she
was a college student her father was
the local funeral director.  Every time
he had a funeral in Leavenworth he
would stop by Saint Mary to visit his
daughter.  One day he drove up in his
Cadillac headed for a funeral and met
S. Mary Janet in the cemetery.  She
gave him a hug and kiss goodbye; she
was immediately summoned to the
Dean’s office to answer why she was
spotted kissing a MAN in the cemetery.

One lazy summer’s day she and her fellow students
stripped down to their BVD’s, and went sunbathing in a
boat floating on the campus pond.  Suddenly, the girls
spotted Mother Ancilla heading their direction.  They all
got into the water, and hid behind the boat in hopes of
not being seen.  But alas, they had left their clothes on
the banks.  M. Ancilla gathered up their shoes and they
had to march into her office to reclaim them.

While going through McGilley’s belongings, S. Sue
came across at an old campus newspaper clipping from
S. Mary Janet’s college days, which gave her a chuckle.
It was a photo of McGilley and her roommate Eileen
Robinson, both drama students who smoked,considered
very chic at the time, voted “Most Glamorous” by the
student body.  By contrast, when McGilley retired in
1989, she rejoiced, “I'll never wear pantyhose again!”
S. Janet only wore slacks and blue jeans from that day
forward. 

During her tenure as president she opened many doors
for the college.  Under her leadership, Saint Mary started
an educational program for prison inmates.  She also
started the adult student program, which now represents
half of the student population.  She served as Director of
the United Way and Chamber of Commerce, Director of
the National Association of Independent Colleges and
Universities and the Kansas Independent College Fund.
She started the development office, renovated the founding
buildings, built DePaul library and started the campaign
for the Ryan Sports Center, which would be carried to
completion by her successor, Brother Peter Clifford.

Through all those 25 years as president, S. Sue said she
never heard her say a harsh word about anyone.  “If she
saw someone coming down the hall that she was irritated
with, she said she would try to see them through their
mother’s eyes, with tender unconditional acceptance.

Maybe that came from losing her own
mother so young.” she said.

McGilley loved children and was very
close to her 17 nieces and nephews,
who wrote and visited her often.
S. Mary Janet also loved animals.

A regular highlight of the Student
Christmas Party was when she
dressed up as a shepherd with her
gray poodle Louie draped around her
shoulders like a lamb.  “Louie had
sort of a ‘pigpen’ look. The students
loved it,” recalls S. Sue.

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“She was beloved in the community, and I use her name
whenever I can because it helps us with fundraising,”
S. Diane said.  “She was my hero.  She was an intelligent,
gracious, humble woman who had the ability to make
everyone feel at home. She was a beautiful person who
found beauty wherever it was.”

S. Diane believes McGilley’s legacy is the Spirit of
Community.  “Our education is student centered and
excellent.  Students come first.  We are considered
cutting edge because we build our schedule based on
student need,” said Steele.

“Janet was the right person for the right time to be
president of Saint Mary, just as S. Diane is the right
person for this time,” S. Sue said.

S. Mary Janet was also a leader among the religious
community.  She had a wonderful way with words that
may have been born out of her passion for literature,
drama and the arts.  “Because of her faith and trust in
Divine Providence, whatever she talked about turned and
taught a larger lesson.  She was an observer,” recounted
S. Sue.  “S. Mary Janet knew how you listen is important.”

S. Mary Janet wrote this poem for Saint Mary Alumnae
Day in 1968.

Learning Communities.  Idea Seminars.
Interdisciplinary courses.  International-
ized curriculum.  Applied Liberal Arts.
What do these new terms mean?  If you
are fortunate enough to be a University
of Saint Mary student today they mean
excitement. 

When Saint Mary set out to revitalize
the curriculum a few years ago the
goals included a stronger curriculum,
more engaged teaching and students
who are engaged creatively.  These
goals have been achieved.  Curriculum
changes were made through the imple-
mentation of Learning Communities,
fall 2002, Idea Seminars, fall 2003 and
the incorporation across the curriculum
of the themes of interconnectedness,
diversity, and change.  Professors
collaborate in multi-disciplinary
courses, provide diverse viewpoints and
a global dimension in their classes and
challenge their students to be actively
involved and to assume leadership posi-
tions in the classroom.  And you need
only to talk to the students to capture
their excitement and learn why they are
vitally engaged in the education they
are receiving at Saint Mary.

So just what are Learning Communities?
Each of the six Learning Communities
brings two areas of study together in
one classroom and students receive six
hours of credit, three in each subject.
Two instructors approach a subject
from different points of view.  As an
example, history and economics are the
basis of the Brave New World Learning
Community.  Dr. George Steger and Dr.
Wasiq Khan make these subjects come
alive.  Just ask Andrew Chadwick,
Josh Nikes and Amelia Nardinger, all
freshmen and Brave New World
students. 

“Dr. Khan presents a Muslim’s opinion
on Iraq.  It is interesting and exciting to
get an international opinion and not just
the U. S. perspective,” Andrew said.
Josh pointed out that the format

encourages students to
communicate effectively
with professors.  “We are
taught how to ask good
questions and to not be
afraid to express opinions.
This helps us learn in
other classes.” Amelia
likes the way the courses
go together.  “It doesn’t
feel like you are learning
two different things.  It all
ties together and feels like one.  It
shows you how political theory affects
the global economy and foreign and
domestic policy.”

Similar to Learning Communities, Idea
Seminars focus on one discipline.
However, the instructors bring different
points of view to their discipline.  A
modern idea–a burning problem–is at
the center of Learning Communities
and Idea Seminars.  Each are student
driven through research, discussion and
planning and global issues are inherent. 

Students must take two Learning
Communities their freshman year and
four Idea Seminars over the next three
years.  Five Idea Seminars were offered
this fall and seven more will be offered
in the spring.  “The spirit in both
Learning Communities and Idea
Seminars is exploration, challenge,
opposing viewpoints, debate and
imagination,” Dr. Steger points out.
“This a new way of approaching
teaching but we must be careful to
teach the basics. Keep it lively, imagi-
native and interesting without losing
the fundamentals of the courses.”

Luis Gonzalez is a sophomore and a
student in Colloquium: International
Affairs, Dr. Steger’s Idea Seminar.  He
likes the Idea Seminars and the
Learning Communities because you get
to tackle issues that are international.
He likes hearing a different point of
view even if he does not agree.  Luis
brings a global perspective of his own

to his classes.  He is Cuban American
and the first in his family to be born in
the United States.  “I know we won’t
change the whole world’s policy in
these classroom discussions but these
are issues that must be dealt with and
answered by our government eventually,”
he said.  “These are problems we will
have to tackle.  It is great that they are
preparing us early.”

Sarah Winders, a sophomore and a
Political Science major, believes Idea
Seminars and Learning Communities
are wonderful programs.  “They really
offer a new perspective and they open
minds to other things, make us step
out of the norm.  I think this very
important,” she said.  A student in Dr.
Steger’s Colloquium, Sarah has enjoyed
learning more about politics and how
the media plays into it.  She particularly
likes the current events focus.  “Dr.
Steger always talks about what is going
on in the world and points out what
countries we should study in order to
understand what is going on,” she adds.

Saint Mary has focused on bringing an
interdisciplinary approach to liberal arts
education.  “Idea Seminars and
Learning Communities provide this
but another way we make the entire
curriculum interdisciplinary is by
having teachers contribute lectures
across the curriculum,” Dr. Steger
emphasizes.  And Saint Mary students
are reaping the benefits.

Danielle Trebus (C’77), has been
designing costumes for the University
of Saint Mary Fine Arts Theatre
Department for the past 14 years.  Her
work was most recently seen in Babes
in Toyland, the colorful children’s
holiday musical which played to sold
out crowds in December. 

Trebus, who lives in Kansas City, KS,
created over 40 costumes for Babes in
Toyland and its cast of 17.  “I think I
consider all the doll costumes my
favorites,” said Trebus.  She loves to
design costumes, but finds the most joy
in sewing them.  “Putting them together
is very exciting for me.  The biggest
challenge is always budget.  How to
do interesting, beautiful and proper
costumes on a shoestring,” she said.

The way Trebus creates her costumes is
becoming a lost art.  “Only the large
rental houses can pay to design and
build costumes like I do.  And since
there are so many design houses rent-
ing now, everyone finds it easier to
rent. We just can’t afford to rent for
every show,” said Trebus.

A USM theater and biology graduate
who was a costume designer by her
junior year, Trebus comes from three
generations of seamstresses.  “My
mother’s mother was a seamstress, and
my mother was as well.  I received my
first sewing machine when I was 10,
but I had already been sewing for about
2-3 years.  I have two sons and both of

them can run sewing machines and
make clothes, but probably won’t be
making a living at it.  I have a niece
who is carrying on the tradition.”

Trebus particularly loves making
children’s theatre costumes and classical
period costumes, like Renaissance and
Shakespeare.  She’s been making theatre
costumes for almost 25 years.  In addi-
tion to her work at Saint Mary, she has
made costumes for Gladstone Theatre
in the Park and for children’s theatres,
specifically The Theatrical Company
for ten years and over 30 productions.
She made the mouse costumes for
Ibsen Dance Theatre in Gladstone for
their production of The Nutcracker,

which was performed Dec. 20 at the
Folly Theater in downtown Kansas City.

“Danielle is the heart and soul of our
department,” said Van Ibsen, associate
professor of drama and director of
Babes in Toyland.  “She keeps us all
going, making it all work.”

When the curtain goes up, you won’t
find Trebus relaxing in the audience,
she’ll be backstage making last minute
preps, helping kids into their costumes,
fixing rips, gluing hats, pulling it all
together for “Showtime!” with her
needle and thread and lots of tender
loving care.
