The Experience of a Lifetime
— Saint Mary Students Perform for the Pope

Performing in front of a Papal audience has been
called a once in a lifetime event for most musical
performers. However, just a few days after the sun
set permanently on 2005, eight USM performers
made the once unthinkable a reality. As part of a
10-day pilgrimage of music and prayer throughout
majestic Italy, eight students stopped at Vatican
City to perform for Pope Benedict XVI.

The USM students, Jesan Barnes, Hollie Becker,
Taylor Gillespie, Katherine Gooden, Ryan Harris,
Matthew Lockwood and Adesjola Tucker, along
with USM Fine Arts — Music Chair Dr. William
Krusemark, toured Italy from Dec. 30 to Jan. 8.
On Jan. 6, the tour was capped off by the Papal
audience at Saint Peter’s Cathedral, which included
Pope Benedict XVI — and about 100,000 others.
The performance for the Pontiff highlighted a
whirl-wind tour that included stops in Milan,
Rome, Venice, Assisi and then back to Milan.

The select eight-person USM concert chorale did
not travel alone. They combined with members of
the Benedictine College choral singers.

The trip was Dr. Krusemark’s first excursion with
USM students, but he believes this trip may

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While most will never forget the experience, the
trip’s expense is also something the students are
not likely to forget anytime soon. In fact, several of
the students had to take out student loans to pay
for the $2,100 pilgrimage. Junior,

Jesan Barnes, Omaha, Neb. and sophomore,
Katherine Gooden, Goodlin, Kan., each took

out loans, but they both said it was well worth

the cost.

Jesan said her decision to make
the trip was not really difficult at
all. Concerned about taking on
additional college debt, she

she just could not pass up the
opportunity to see the historic
Italian countryside. She knew as
soon as the plane landed in Milan
that she made the right decision.

“You don’t know what to expect, but once
you're there, you can feel the power of the
cities,” Jesan said. “You know how much history
is there, | mean these are places that were
written in the Bible. It was a surreal experience
all the way around.”

Jesan said the performance for the Pontiff
was absolutely amazing. She recalls when Pope
Benedict acknowledged and blessed the group
prior to their performance, her heart skipped
a beat. Despite the large audience and the
pressure of performing for the leader of the
Catholic Church, Jesan recalls her confidence
in the group.

“I didn’t really feel nervous because our group
was so good.We never really got off. | was
confident that we could do well,” Jesan said.

“It was so moving to see how the Catholic
Church was built upon on this place. The Vatican
was just beautiful. You just get submerged in the
religion, but it is much more than that. It was a
spiritual journey all the way around.\We went into
all these churches, with all the history, it was just
wonderful to see the other side of it”

Katherine was a little more apprehensive. The
USM sophomore recalls waiting in line for what

Are They Hard to Find?

What are soft skills? They seem to be taking on
renewed importance in business. Soft skills are
generally the ability to understand and use
relationships. They involve the management of
the corporate culture, and the ability to inspire.
People that can communicate professionally are
getting harder to find and are commanding
greater attention. As we have found due to the
recent corporate scandals, it is not always the
smartest people in the room that keep the
company out of trouble and on top. A sense of
ethics might be more valuable in the long run.The
ability to respond to change, the gift of creativity,
and the appreciation of diversity are examples of
soft skills that create a competitive edge.

Cognitive skills are important. Understanding
technology and methodology is vital. But, did we
go too far in altering curriculum to emphasize the
hard skills of business, believing that was the key
to success? Many of today’s business leaders are
saying we swung the pendulum too far. The old
saying of “hire the attitude and train the skill”
seems to be making a comeback. The mastery
of functions will land key interviews. But, the
use of soft skills will generally play a larger role
in advancement.

Approximately seven out of ten people separate
from employment simply because of conflict with
their immediate supervisor. It is the runaway
number one reason for losing good people. The
average cost of losing a person today is estimated
in the tens of thousands of dollars. It is a setback
in momentum and the loss can be great in
recruiting and training. Are soft skills cost
effective? Definitely!

Technology has captured our attention.
Curriculums have moved fast and furious to
adjust to the expanding demands of the work
place. Now, MBA programs appear to be
reloading. Ethical behavior is important to the
public. Empathy is important to the employee.
And visionaries are important to the stockholder.
The business may have too many “managers” and

simply not enough “leaders.” There is a renewed
interest in problem-solving, intuitive skills, and a
sense of timing.

The knowledge base in some industries is turning
fast. Technology is turning about every three years
and getting faster. Transformational leadership is
required to handle the knowledge explosion and
the adjustment to change. Embracing change as an
opportunity, and not a threat, involves a mastery
of the soft skills.

A new catch phrase is “Emotional Intelligence.”
“EI” is not only taught in graduate schools, it is
measured and rewarded. Self and social awareness
are considered good predictors of success. The
ability to actively engage people, seek out, and ask
pertinent questions are skills that gain trust of fel-
low workers and earn confidence of supervisors.

So, is management an art or a science? The
“science” of management can be taught in a fairly
consistent manner. However, the “art” of manage-
ment is what amazes us, pushes us to achieve
our potential, and stimulates us to action. It is
beautiful to behold, but a challenge to convey.
Artistic ability is a rarity to be treasured. It gets
our attention.Who do we remember most? Is it
the person that impresses us with their attention
to facts and details or the person that communi-
cates those facts with a great passion?

The University of Saint Mary MBA is based upon
a solid measure of ethics.We just offered a class
called “Work Styles and Generations” and will
offer a new course in “Conflict Management.”
Core courses emphasizing basic functions such as
accounting, finance, and economics will always
be needed for the MBA to compete successfully.
But, the focus of the new MBA is to join those
skills with power, sincerity, and compassion. That
new MBA, with balance, has a better chance to
become a great architect of business within a
dynamic world.

Service-learning is an important part of the University of
Saint Mary educational experience. It not only broadens a
students’ understanding of the outside world but also
provides a service to the local community. But it is much
more than simply “community service.” Service-learning
takes the students outside of the classroom where they have
the opportunity to interact with diverse individuals and learn
the value of helping others. Service-learning classes are
designed to teach social awareness, personal development
and what it means to be a successful member of society.
One of the VISTA service-learning specialists at the
University of Saint Mary, Carroll Courchene, said that the
benefit of these classes is that “students learn not only the
coursework, but they also learn a lot about themselves and
that will last them a lifetime.”

One of the service-learning classes offered at USM is the
Psychology of Aging, taught by Dr. Nancy King. The class
helps students understand all the components of aging:
physical, social, emotional and spiritual. It also helps to
dispel some of the negative stereotypes of aging.

At the beginning of the class, each student is paired with

one of the Sisters of Charity of Leavenworth who is over
age 65.They are asked to meet at least once every other
week to talk about things that were discussed in class, ask
questions and just get to know each other.“The whole
purpose,” said Dr. King, “is to get the students to know the
Sisters as human beings who are getting older. It also gives
the Sisters a chance to stay connected to the students here.”

Student Jennifer Werner, who was paired with Sister Anne
Callahan, feels that this class changed her life.“l will
remember all of the wisdom Sr. Anne gave me,” said Werner.
“For example, she said ‘it is better to die living than to

live dying.’ This motto is one | will now live by, because
Sr.Anne changed my whole outlook on life. | will no longer
sit around and let time slip by, and | thank Sr. Anne for my

new view.”

The Psychology of Aging is also offered in the evening
program, taught by Dr. Leif Leaf at Providence Medical
Center. Dr. Leaf said, “Experiencing another person’s

life events and hearing first-hand how the world was
opens windows to better understanding and acceptance.”

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Saint Mary Takes On  Criminolo

With three versions of the popular CBS
television series CSI, and another three varieties
of NBC’s Law and Order consistently topping
the ratings chart, it is clear that crime captures
the interest of millions of Americans.

Heightened concern over international terrorism,
the growing prison population, the growing
number of prisons, and more has led to the need
for better educated professionals in the field of
criminology. In response to this need, and in
consideration of the nation's growing interest

in crime and society's response to crime, the
University of Saint Mary is launching a new
academic program in criminology this fall.

USM’s criminology program will prepare
graduates to immediately enter the workforce
in a wide array of careers nationwide, including
(but not limited to) drug
enforcement agent, local,
county, and state law
enforcement, federal law
enforcement including
Secret Service, CIA, FBI,

US Marshall, correctional
officer, parole officer, lawyer,
judge, probation officer, and forensics.

major with Dr. Nancy King
and Dr. David Greene.

One of the strengths of the USM program is
that criminology majors may choose from

one of three areas of concentration: behavioral
science, criminology administration, or applied
criminal science.

Dr. Nancy King, chair of the behavioral sciences
department, spearheaded the effort to establish
the criminology program. She and Dr. David
Greene worked together on the proposal, which
received approval from the Board of Trustees on
Jan. 27, 2006. “We consulted with professionals in
the criminology field, all of whom stated that this
was a field that was growing exponentially in
scope and need for graduates to fill positions in
criminal justice, criminal administration, forensics,
and law enforcement at the local, state, and
federal levels,” said Dr. King.

USM decided to offer a criminology degree
instead of a criminal justice degree because
criminology encompasses a broader scope.

Dr. Sandra Van Hoose, vice president and dean of
academic affairs, explains, "Criminology speaks to
everything from international terrorism around
the world to growing prisons in our back yard.
Criminal justice is an area of concentration in
the field of criminology and more specific to

the technical aspects of crime. Those technical
aspects are routinely taught within job-specific
areas after hiring. Criminology is more closely
aligned with our Saint Mary mission."

Soon after Saint Mary announced it would

be offering a criminology major, junior Matt
Weatherly was knocking on Dr. Nancy King's
door to become the first declared criminology
major. Matt, a 21-year-old forward for the Spires
basketball team, is from Ozark, Mo.

“| like the wide variety of things | can do with

a bachelor’s degree in criminology. I'm very
interested in law enforcement, because | think
it's exciting to go out and do something different
each day — not sit in a cubicle. | had heard that
Saint Mary might be getting a criminology
program and I've just been waiting and hoping
for it to happen.”

Saint Mary coaches are excited about the new
major. “In talking with all their recruits they say
they talk to a criminal justice or criminology
potential student at least once or twice a week,
if not more,” said Dr. King. “And I'm amazed
when | go through transcripts of all the athletes
and how many transfer in with so many criminal
justice courses.”
