UNIVERSITY OF SAINT MARY DEGREE REQUIREMENTS
BACHELOR’S DEGREE

e 128 semester hours,* including 64 semester hours from an accredited
baccalaureate institution (i.e., a 4-year college or university)

e At least 30 semester hours from the University of Saint Mary; 24 of the last 30 must
be from Saint Mary

e 42 semester hours of upper-level course-work

e Completion of all major requirements, including at least 12 semester hours of
upper-level course work (Note: Some majors require more than 12 upper-level hours.)

e Completion of all general education requirements for the bachelor’s degree

e A minimum grade point average of 2.00 overall and 2.00 in all upper-level major
course work (Note: Education majors must attain a 2.75 overall GPA.)

e Settlement of all accounts with the University

e Participation in program evaluation activities as required

* Second Bachelor’s Degree. Students who already have a bachelor’s degree from
another institution or from the University of Saint Mary must complete at least 30
semester hours beyond the hours completed for the first degree; these must be
from an accredited baccalaureate institution.

Second Degree students must meet all other degree requirements listed above for the
Bachelor’s degrees. In some cases, this may require more than 30 total hours beyond
the first degree.
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
